Ministers Musings 
      This month I want to share a story that I wrote many years ago, based on my experience of 
growing up as a Unitarian Universalist kid trying to understand the Christmas story and seasons. 
Though it is a story for young people, it is a story about the influence adults have on us and how 
that influence lasts a life time. This year marks my 25th year as a Unitarian Universalist minister 
so I have been doing some reflections on those who have been influential in my ministry. My 
grandfather was one of those.  

Stars, Angels and Gift Giving: A Story for youngsters from my growing up years  
      When I was a Unitarian Universalist kid I had a hard time during Christmas. My friends, most 
Catholic, had funny notions about Christmas. They all thought and told me that this was the time 
of the year when God was born. They told me that his parents were going to a place called Beth-
lehem to register themselves and while there Mary the mother and Joseph the father would 
have to sleep in the manger, because the Inn was full and then God would be born surrounded 
by angels, sheep and cattle.  
      I was confused because I believed and still do that each time a baby is born that baby is di-
vine and that this spirit or whatever it is that is called God, is in everyone. I also thought it odd 
that God should be born only a few thousands of years ago, when I knew that people had lived 
on the Earth for hundreds of thousands of years before, certainly this spirit called God had been 
in others before.  
      Although one thing I liked about my friend’s story was the bright shining star. I could under-
stand the star. When I went outside at night and saw all the wonderful twinkling shining stars 
they felt like special friends. Some of them, I noticed from the Summer sky, had moved to differ-
ent parts of the sky, and one I noticed seemed to get brighter each day from when school start-
ed until December. I watched as it grew brighter. 
       I liked seeing the stars. It was so dark out sometimes the only light in the world seemed to 
be from the stars. I was lucky that where I grew up there were very few houses and no city lights 
to interfere with my star gazing. One night my beloved grandfather took me outside to see a 
meteor shower and what he called the magic of the stars. 
      I was excited to be with Grampy Fay; he was a lot of fun to be with, and he told me lots of 
stories like the one I am now telling. We watched the sky as a star shot right across the sky head-
ing right for the brightest star in the sky, the one I now know is the planet Venus.  I asked him to 
tell me about the magic of that star and the shooting stars. 
      He told me that each shooting star was carrying an angel on it and that as the angel passed 
over the earth the angels were looking and watching all the children all over the world and that 
the angels would bring gifts on December 6 to be given to each good child. 
      Well I told him I did not buy his story for one minute, that it did not make sense and that it 
was not fair because gifts should come to everybody. He then told me something I try not to 
forget, even now. 
      He told me that in my life I would hear many stories - some would be true and some not. 
However, the most important thing was not whether the story was true or false but whether the 
story helped people to be better to one another, to the animals and to the world. 
      I asked him about my friends and how they said God was being born on Christmas Day and 
he answered, if the story helps them to be better to one another and helps them to be better to 
this world then the story is like the angel story- a gift to the world. 
      My grandfather was a story teller. He told stories about people, places and things and when 
he ended a story he always asked, “Will that story help you to be better to other people and to 
the animals and to the world?"

Notes from the Parish Committee 
          In November, our church hosted a UUA New England Region Workshop 
on Being/Becoming a Lay Led Congregation.  The workshop was attended by a 
few retired ministers, church leaders, including some members of our Parish 
Committee and represented 10 different congregations.  Almost all of the 
congregations were small and were entirely or partially lay led congregations.  
Two of the congregations were entirely without a minister and all but two 
had part time ministry.  One congregation was currently looking for an inter-
im minister as their full-time minister of two years was leaving.  They had 
gone through the 2-year search process previously and was now setting up 
for a period of interim ministry while they perform another 2-year search. 
     One of the exercises the workshop leader did was to have all of us answer 
a question of “Why do we come to church?” The answers that came from the 
attendees filled a very large sheet of paper; two columns worth of activities 
like, worship, social outreach, gathering together, teaching, being challenges, 
being joyous, singing, taking advantage of a safe-haven, participating in ritual, 
supporting each other/community, working for democracy, etc.  Then the 
leader asked “What do we do at church?”  We had an equally long list such as 
nurturing spiritual journeys, participating in community, fulfilling mission, be-
ing of service, being a public voice, fostering moral leadership, being a place 
to seek and to question, being a social safety net, working for social justice 
and many other things.   
     The point the leader was trying to make is that a small church cannot be 
the same “church” as a large church and cannot do “church” the same way a 
large church can.  A small church needs to do the soul-searching work to cre-
ate an identity of what it is good at and concentrate on that….and ƭŜŀǾŜ ǘƘŜ 
ǊŜǎǘ ōŜƘƛƴŘ.  Release what you think you ǎƘƻǳƭŘ ōŜ ŘƻƛƴƎ and be very good at 
ǿƘŀǘ ȅƻǳ ŀǊŜ.

    So, I leave you with two questions, “What do we really do and do well at 
First Church Leominster?” and “What can we leave behind or do differently to
